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The school excess levy is a tax on personal and real property that is approved by
the voters every five years. The current excess levy provides approximately 15 percent
of the school system's current operating budget.

Special elections are no longer allowed for schools per the West Virginia Legislature.

2024 is the last opportunity to be on the ballot before the current levy expires on
June 30, 2025. If it does not pass, in either the 2024 primary or general election, BCS will
lose approximately 15% of its current operating budget and it would be a full year
without funding before we could run it again.

The current rate is 45 cents per $100 of assessed value of your home. The
proposed rate is 45.9 cents per $100 of assessed value of your home which equals to
a difference of $5 per year, or a penny and a half per day. Taxpayers will see the
difference on their September 2025 tax bill.

Citizens of Berkeley County have supported the school excess levy for 75 years
since 1948. About 75% of the counties in West Virginia support their local school system
through a school excess levy.
